Rashi points out" that only by an Ani pauper who
brings a Mincha does it say: wo 3 1 2 Nefesh, since
when he brings his Korban it’s as if he sacrificed
his own Nefesh. Question: Are not ALL Korbanos
as a substitute for the person,; as if the person was
Makriv himself, just that the Korban came in his

We can suggest that although every Korban is
considered as if you sacrificed and gave away
your own self, by a Korban Ani it’s Mamash real.
A broken heart is in a totally different class, and
what he does is real! He means it much more than
other people do. By an: 1°wy rich person his
Korban is like lip-service, and although he gets
the Mitzva, his Neshama isn’t involved in the
same way as an Ani. kx
People with Yissurim are more genuine and much
more humble! This includes an Ani pauper in
Torah, who feels inferior to others. The Mishna in

The Chovos Halvavos says® that a Tzaddik once
told his Talmidim that he’s happy with the fact
that they had Aveiros, since without Aveiros a
person is at risk of becoming a Baal Ga'ava,
which is worse than all Aveiros. All those
“nebachs”, and Baalei Yissurim, and Baalei

You can’t even talk to people who don’t have
pain in their lives.

It’s not enough to hear one
Shmuess about this. This issue needs “mega-
Mussar therapy” until you are actually happy,
and you feel superior because of your Nisyonos
and difficulties, whether in Ruchaniyus or
Gashmiyus.

“Bright Ideas”

The Korban Olah needstobea: a>np 7271 wmale
Toambm [without blemish]. A male symbolizes a
leader, since the female is Tafel subordinate to

him, and he should have more brains. Yet, he
should try to be a Tamim [which also means:
“simpleton”], i.e. have Bitachon and not think too
much. A Tamim always comes out ahead, since
Hashem runs his life, and not his own “bright
ideas”. **

A Tamim also means a person without a Mum
bperfection [Rashi®]; i.e. he feels like he has

everything and he lacks nothing. A person should
work on feeling like he has Mamash everything,
like Yaakov said: x» 15 nvwer 93 0% w1 ( have
EVERYTHING This is a daily lifetime job. ~ ***

When a Yid brings a “Korban” in order to become
“Karov” close to Hashem, the first Yesod is to
have faith in Him and to trust Him. A Tamim
puts on his blinders and doesn’t ask
questions; whatever Hashem does to him
is just perfect. And when it comes to Bitachon
in a good future, he doesn’t start getting involved
in Tevah and worries, like saying “What if my
Bitachon doesn’t work?” In order to be a Tamim,
you need to be a big Chochom, and the more
Temimus, the better. The Tamim knows that
Hashem can literally do anything, and his mind is
full of positive memories of Hashem’s past
Chasadim and Yeshuos. [Chofetz Chaim].
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Follow Your Sechel and Not Your Ta‘avos
The Passuk says that before shechting the
Korban, its owner does Semicha Leaning on its

head. But literally translated, it says: “Lean on the
head”, i.e. use the most precious part of your
body: your Sechel. And make sure it’s Mis'gaber
on your Ta'avos. By doing Semicha, a person
explains the nature or his Korban [that this animal
IS coming as a replacement for himself]; i.e. the
Sechel behind his actions. *x

The Alter of Slabodka Zatzal says® that only the
Bracha of Daas starts with a preface: of: nnpx
1131 You Hashem, give a person mental power,
since Daas is super important. R' Gershon
Liebman Zatzal has a whole Shmuess® on the
preciousness of a person’s Sechel, and how he
should always appreciate it and use it. During
Semicha you lean: 9md> 923 with all your
strength on the “head” of the animal, to remind

you how your Sechel should be #1 importance in
your life. -

The person bringing a Korban is “sacrificing” an
“animal”, i.e. he is showing how a person should
play down his Ta'avos and evil Gashmi Retzonos,
and become more Sechel 'dik and Ruchani.

SOMETIMES THE WORST PART OF YOU IS
YOUR BEST FRIEND
Right after Avshalom was defeated in battle,
Achimatz ben Tzadok came running to tell Dovid
the news. When Dovid saw him running, he
said™: He is an: 23v > % good person, and he
will bring good news. Sure enough, Achimatz told
Dovid only that he won the war. He purposely left
out the fact that his son Avshalom was killed, and
he left the “dirty work™ for the: >w1 5 Kushi. **

We see that Dovid considered a person who says
only good, an: 29v w> x good person. And Dovid

saw good in his worst enemies; like Shaul,
Avshalom, and Avner, etc. When Shim'i ben Gera
cursed Dovid calling him a No’ef, Mamzer,
Rotze'ach, To'eva, etc. [Gemara'*] he didn’t kill
him, but instead he used this Chutzpa positively;
and Shim'i became Shlomo’s Rebbe. Shim'i was
the perfect Rebbe for a Ben-Melech, since such a
person isn’t afraid to give him Mussar. And

When Shmuel HaNavi first saw Dovid, he didn’t
want him to be Melech because he saw the
Admoni in Dovid. But Hashem told him that
Dovid will channel his aggressive nature for a
positive task, in Killing Pelishtim. We see how
Dovid himself was a person who needed to
channel his difficult nature L'tovah. So, Dovid did
the same with Shim'i ben Gera, which gave him
an A-1 Rebbe for Shlomo, and a Mordechai who
saved Klal Yisroel. ok

I know a “spacy”, “not with-it” Yungerman, who
was criticized as a child. But when he got older,
his Rebbe encouraged him that such a “dreamy
person” who is missing in: xn%y1 >%°n the
ways of the world can become a big Baal

Bitachon, which is exactly what happened. **x***
The Chovos Halvavos in Shaar HaK'niya
mentions®® a story that a certain Chasid was able
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to see the good even in the smelly carcass of a
dead dog, and notice only the beautiful white
teeth. We see how extreme a person should be in
the Midda of Ayin Tova.
When Hashem told Shmuel HaNavi to anoint
Dovid as Melech, he told him to fill a horn with
“oil”. Just as oil floats to the top of all liquids,
similarly the Keren “horin” is the “top” and the
“pride” of so many kosher animals. And the
Melech will wear a “crown” on his head. Just like
the Keren horn is the crown of the animal, so does

the Melech wear a crown. ]

The holy Zohar says'’: How great is: npysy
seremming out to Hashem, it rules over the
Middas HaDin in Shamayim, and it rules in Olam
HaZeh and Olam HaBah.

A baby-size sheep or goat is the most genuine and
lovable creature. It is so harmless and cuddly.
[They say that owning a pet sheep can be
therapeutic for certain emotional issues]. Why did
the Mash’chis destroying ancel pass over the
Yiddishe homes and not kill the Bechorim?
Because the blood of the Korban Pesach was:

When the Yid eats a Korban Pesach, he is
showing what he’d like to be: a harmless and kind
person, unlike the wicked Mitzri’im [“you are
what you eat”].

anyone who s hungry, s tnvited to eat. We
invite others; i.e. we are nice and hospitable,

There Is A Time Not to Be Such A “Nice Guy”
YOUR KEDUSHA COMES FIRST
But before the Korban Pesach, we are required to
have a Bris Mila. Why? There are plenty of “nice”
people out there, who are worse than poison; like
Communists. Although originally, they were in
search of a utopia where a working person is
treated fairly, and to pay them promptly: 3m3>2
1920 1R pay your worker that day, actually
itwasa: 2’ 9> 110 foot of a pig [ie. a pig
sticks out his split hooveo foot to make himself
Look kosher] that destroyed Yiddishkeit.

In this place, they all go through
a thorough inspection to find out where they are
holding in Avodas Hashem. They would
encourage each other, and look for ideas on how
to improve in many areas, like learning Torah,
Shviras HaMiddos, Bitachon, Bain Adam
La'chaveiro, learning Mussar, etc. They would
work on eating without getting involved with how
it tastes.

Question: | read in Bitachon Weekly that there are people who deep-inside “love” Tzaros. | understand that
there are extremely negative people in the world, but for most people, if a Malach came to them and offered
to remove their challenges, of course they wouldn’t say “No!”. In fact, they would be beaming with joy as
they accept such an offer!! If indeed there exists such a rare minority of people who would actually reject
such an offer, how is it beneficial to say things that only apply to such few? Also, | need some advice on
overcoming self-blame. I’m going Meshuga with self-blame.

Answer: Of course, if a Yeshua would come, people would be happy, anyone would. But now while they
don’t have a Yeshua, they are in the mode that they want it. People enjoy blaming themselves, and deep down
they enjoy it. So if you see yourself struggling with it, then you have to know that you have to get involved
with positivism on yourself, you have to go with extreme Simcha! You have to start lying about how great
you are, and how great your situation is. Lying is a big Avodas Hashem. You have to give yourself the benefit
of the doubt. Rabbi Miller was very into it. Lying is breaking your Middos. Bitachon and lying go hand in
hand. So you have to go extreme into thank you mode, fill yourself up with only positivity, and run away
from any negativity; this will eventually change your mindset, and you will be Zoche to even more goodness
and a better life. If you cannot change your mindset and it’s too hard, don’t worry about the whole thing;
Hashem will help you anyway.

Question: | wanted to know if the Rebbe can explain the difference between thanking Hashem “in advance”,
and thanking Hashem “as if it happened already”. Someone told me to thank Hashem as if it happened
already, but it feels really fake, like I'm lying. If I would thank Hashem that You “will” make x-y-z, it feels
much more normal.

Answer: Thanking Hashem in advance is a higher level of Bitachon, that we learn from Dovid HaMelech
who would say thank you even before the Yeshua came. [Rashi']. Now, when it comes to Bitachon, the Torah
wants you to do what's enjoyable and comfortable, and on the level you are holding at, as it says: 7°277
103 chwn BYI 02771 the ways of the Torah ave pleasant. So if you don’t feel comfortable with thanking

for the future as if it already happened, then you shouldn’t do it.
