The Sefer HaChinuch explains® the reason why
we are commanded to love Gerim, because
Hashem wants His holy nation to be crowned with
every desirable and precious Midda. They will
find favor in the eyes of all the nations, who will
see them and say: These are the wonderful Am
Hashem! The Chinuch keeps repeating how
lovely and precious it is to understand a Ger, who
gave up his father and mother and his whole
family, because of his love of truth and hatred of
Sheker. In the Zechus of this beautiful Midda, the
Chinuch says that Hashem will be good to us, and
shower upon us His blessings from Shamayim. **
As an aside, the Chinuch says? that this Mitzva
[being nice to Gerim] includes regular Jews too;
like outsiders who come from far-away places and
unfamiliar cities, e.g. Yidden who come from
Eretz  Yisroel to America, or from
Boston/L.A./Boro Park, to Lakewood. They are
also a kind of Ger, and we should be extra nice to
people who find themselves in an uncomfortable
surrounding. The Chinuch keeps repeating the
term “Midda Chamuda”. Having good Middos
makes you “Chamud” destrous, beautiful, and

precious. But from all Middos Tovos, which
Midda is the most “Chamud” of all? o

Not Caring If People Love or Hate You
There is a famous Chovos Halvavos who says®
that Tachlis HaChamudos the wuwost desirable

Midda is the Midda of Hish'tavus being “cqual”,

which means that you don’t care [it’s “equal”] if
people love you or hate you. This Midda is#1, and
the Meforshim* give Daniel [who was called
Daniel Ish Chamudos] as an example of this
Midda. Indeed, look how unique he was. He was
the favorite advisor to many Kkings, like
Daryavesh, Achashveirosh, and Belshazzar, some
of them the worst Reshaim; leaders of world
powers; they all considered Daniel special. And
Nevuchadnetzar even wanted to make a god out
of him. Hkkk
We see his fearlessness when he went against the
king’s decree by davening to Hashem, despite the
threat of being thrown to the lions. Indeed, the
lions could not harm him. When a person doesn’t
care what people think of him, this means that he
truly believes in “Ein Od Milvado”. The whole
“theme” of Shaar HaBitachon is having Bitachon
in Hashem and NOT people. Fearless! I don’t
need their approval, and all their Kavod is zero to
me. | have Hashem, and this is everything. ****x
We can suggest that this is exactly why Daniel
found Chen favor in the eyes of the worst

Reshaim, since he wasn’t Gores concerned about
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them! When you look for the Kavod of others, you
lose your Chen. A person who doesn’t care what
people think, has lots of Chen. Even animals are
Battel to him, since he isn’t Gores them either.
There were Mussar Yeshivos who made their
main focus Davka on this Midda. They would do
strange things, so people would laugh at them, and
slowly they became immune to caring about
public opinion. [THIS IS OBVIOUSLY NOT FOR OUR DOR].
Story
I spoke to a Satmar Chasid who remembers when
R' Gershon Liebman went to Monroe to collect for
his Yeshiva. The Satmar Rebbe [R' Yoel] loved R’
Gershon, and gave him lots of money. The
impression R' Gershon gave was that he was an
extremely happy person. He didn’t appear like a
typical Meshulach who has a worried look, and is
concerned how well he will do in raising funds.
He always looked super happy. He gave the
impression that he will surely make lots of money.
And when the money
came, he never looked
at it! It was given to his
Gabbai [l believe R
Avraham Yitzchok
Lintzberg]. He was the
same way back in
Fublaines, which was a
super-poor Yeshiva
R' Avraham Yitzchok Lintzberg WhiCh he started before
he moved to Bussiéres. Once, when there was no
food he laughed, and suddenly a big truck came
from nowhere with loads of food. This was his
lifestyle. folaialalole

The Chovos Halvavos says® that needing

recognition is literally Avoda Zara. [Of course,
recognition has its place, when done L'shem
Shamayim]. A person who is not caught up with
how he’s impressing other people, has room in his
mind to care for others and help them. He Chaps
that all people are humans, and need a nice word
and smile. If you are afraid of a person who
always stands upright, this means that you are too
busy saying to yourself: “Who is this guy who
thinks he owns the world?” You don’t Chap that
he may not even realize that he comes across like
this, and he’s afraid of you just as much as you are
afraid of him! AR AR

So nobody gives anyone a Shalom Aleichem,
since each person is afraid of the other, and he
misjudges him. And a loud person is also
misjudged. Right away, you start feeling inferior
to this “big-shot”, so who has room for thinking
about a scary Baal Ga'ava’s needs? And the man
with the long beard,; is it his fault that it grows like
that? If you are an Ish Chamudos like Daniel, then
people are “zero” puppets in Hashem’s hands, and
you can start loving them and caring about them.

The Satmar Rebbe Zatzal, R' Ahron Kotler Zatzal,
and R' Avigdor Miller Zatzal; all had Madregos
in Middas HaHish'tavus, which means that it’s all
“Shaveh equal to you, whether they love you or

hate you. They all moved worlds. As long as a
person just tries to work on these Inyanim, it’s
plenty  Chashuv in  Shamayim.  When
Nevuchadnetzar wanted to make a god out of
Daniel, Daniel ran away. He didn’t want to get in
trouble with Hashem, who first takes N'kama
from the fake gods, and then from the people who
worship them. folaialaleloleloll

Like Chazal say® that since the Mitzri'im
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worshiped the Nile river, that’s why it was
stricken and it became blood. We can also say as
a Remez that Daniel fled from being “worshiped”
because a person with Middas HaHish'tavus
believes ONLY in Hashem, and when people rave
over him [that he’s such a Tzaddik, a Gaon, so
brilliant and capable] it’s poison to him, and he
runs away. We rave ONLY over Hashem, not
about any human being, no matter how great he
is! Not ourselves, and not others.

However, if you have a depressive nature, or feel
low and inferior, then it is a MITZVA to blow
yourself up till Shamayim all day long [don’t
stop!]. Or if you have Kin'ah of others, then you
have a Mitzva to blow yourself up all day. When
you’re working on your Middos, you have a green
light and a Chiyuv to do things which normally
may be forbidden. But of course, you must always
consult your Rebbe.

Tzadikim Are Only A Medium for Us to Get

Close to Hashem
In this Passuk, the Torah commands us to cleave

to a Talmid Chochom. The Sefer HaChinuch
explains’ the reason for this Mitzva, since this way
you will know the ways of Hashem, as Talmidei
Chachomim have the beautiful Middos of
Hashem. We hang around Bnei Torah and
Yeshivaleit because they get us closer to Hashem.
They are M'chazek us in Emuna and Bitachon, and
they inspire us to learn Hashem’s Torah. Here is
a person who loved his Rebbe, but as soon as his
Rebbe was gone, he got depressed....

Some say that this is what brought about the Chet
Ha'egel, since without Moshe Rabeinu the Yidden
were lost. The main energies of a person should
always be to get close to Hashem; a Rebbe is only
a medium for that purpose. | have seen Tzadikim
who were extremely devoted to their Rebbe, yet,
when their Rebbe was Niftar, they were as happy
as ever! Why? Because they never lost Hashem!
Even when they saw their Rebbe, they were really
looking at Hashem, who sent them this Rebbe to
be M'karev them.

Rabeinu Yonah says®: “Do you want to know who
is truly a good person? Someone who always
praises Tzadikim and Talmidei Chachomim.
Praising Tzadikim is an easy thing to do, and this
gives him a great Zechus all the way up until
Shamayim”. R' Avigdor Miller Zatzal in one of his
Shmuessin kept repeating how important this is,
and that this way a person gets a great Zechus till
Shamayim. It’s Gevaldig to praise a Tzaddik. It
brings people close to Hashem, and brings about
a Kiddush Hashem. You thank Hashem, and you
are M'chabed Him.

The Reward for Bitachon Is EVEN HIGHER
Than the Sky

Now, let’s compare this with the Schar of a Baal
Bitachon; how much Schar does a Baal Bitachon
get? The same Rabeinu Yonah says® that his Schar
is even higher than Shamayim! The Bais Halevi
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also says'® that when a person has Bitachon,
besides getting what he hoped for, he will receive
tremendous reward in Olam Habah for the Mitzva
of Bitachon. The Sefer Ha'lkarim says'! that the
best praise you can give Hashem is to have
Bitachon in Him. And indeed, the Ramban in
Sefer Emuna u 'Bitachon says*? that Emuna is like
a tree, but Bitachon is the fruit. We see that the

a much greater benefit than the “thing” he wanted.
The most real relationship you can have with
Hashem is Bitachon. The Maharal says'* that
even if a person has bad Mazal in this world, he
can change it by having Bitachon, since the power
of Bitachon brings down the goodness of Olam
HaBah into his life, and Olam HaBah is total
good.

main thing is Bitachon! You can praise a person
all day long, but when you trust in him, then you
show how real you are in your high opinion of
him.

Let’s say a person had Bitachon, yet he didn’t
seem to get what he wanted. The Sefer Kad
HaKemach says®® that if he persists with his
Bitachon, the tremendous Schar of his Bitachon is

I heard in the name of R' Mordechai Kobriner that
when a Baal Bitachon enters Gehinom, it instantly
cools off and throws him out as soon as possible;
even the Malachei Chabala chase him out. And
the Shomer Emunim says*® that a Baal Bitachon
has a quick Tikkun in the next world. R' Chatzkel
Levenstein Zatzal says®® that Hashem makes sure
that he comes to the next world clean, and that he
gets a super high seat in Gan Eden.

Anger [The Opposite of Bitachon] Is A Ticket
to Gehinom
“Worry” and “anger” are painful in this world,
and the next world is just an extension of this
world. Indeed, Chazal say®® that a person who
gets angry, is susceptible to all types of Gehinom.
Ka'as is the opposite of Bitachon, and it’s total
Gehinom. [By the way, the experts say that often
you need to make a special Avoda to conquer
Ka'as]. Some say that the reason why Chizkiyahu
HaMelech didn’t sing when he was Zoche to an
incredible Ness [almost 200,00 enemy Assyrian
soldiers got killed by a Malach] was because he
felt that the Bitachon he had is worth everything.

If he would have sang praise to Hashem, he would

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have become Moshiach. We see that as great as
Bitachon is, a person still needs to thank and
praise Hashem. In addition, praising Hashem
brings about more Bitachon.

This story is a gold mine. | once met a Chasidishe
Yungerman who spent years and years learning in
a Novardoker Kollel, and he was impressed with
the old Novardokers; he observed and learned
from them. He was a tremendous Masmid, and he
had a seriousness that | felt was not K ’fi our Dor.
He was totally Chasidish, with a Streimel etc. and
his children were being raised completely
Chasidish [and from the stronger Chasidim]. **
Yet, he was broadminded, and he didn’t just
observe and admire Novardok. It appeared to me
that he was “into” it. We had a long talk about
Novardok, and his admiration knew no bounds.
We discussed several old Novardokers, and he
had stories about them. But one story is
unforgettable, and whoever is reading this can
have a tremendous Aliya and Chizuk for a lifetime.

He told me about Rabbi G. [not real initial] who
rose above and beyond his friends. He had
greatness in Torah, in Mussar, Zikkui HaRabbim,
and unusual Pik'chus; an Adam Gadol Mamash of
very high stature. This person, he told me, had
an unusual amount of difficulties in Avoda!
Like somebody who is having all kinds of
battles with all kinds of Yetzer Hara’s! He had
to constantly be on top of himself. Hhkk
In general, Novardokers believe in being on top of
themselves. They call it: “Liggen Oif Zich”
sitting upon yourself. And their slogan is:  x
IYIY? 58RI L,I¥IVD XK v m  byyoa
IV R every person needs a booklet and o pen.
[This rhymes in the original Yiddishl. Ideally,

all day long a person should be writing down his

7
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constant Pe'ulos against his Ratzon. I’ve heard of
people writing as many as 50 Pe'ulos a day. [I told
over this Novardok Hanhaga to R' Chaim Tzvi
Fogel Shlita. He is one of the great Slabodka
Talmidim, a Talmid Muvhak of R" Meir Chodosh
Zatzal, and he was very impressed].

This particular Novardoker [who had many more
issues to deal with] was constantly involved in
Shviras HaMiddos, and stopping himself often to
reflect upon his actions and to monitor his
behavior. ookl
This person [who became great in Torah and
Mussar] once said that he needs to learn hours of
Mussar before he opens his Gemara, in order to
purify his Middos so that he can get that “clean
head” for Torah. He became a Baki B'Shas, and a
major Posek, Lamdan, and M'zakeh HaRabbim.
He was also an educator, and one of his Talmidim
didn’t speak about him as if he was “all peaches”.
To such a person we can relate much easier, and
realize how anyone can reach a high Madrega.

He once told me that a parent should never, ever,
have any Ka'as in the home, whatsoever! The
Chasidishe Yungerman felt that it made sense that
Davka such a person who has so many issues,
should Davka become greater than his peers. This
person would sometimes put himself down when
many people came to him for advice, and he
would say: “I'm nothing”. Yet, he was fearless,
and he could get up in public and proclaim that he
believed in learning at least three hours Mussar
daily. felokeiolaioiel
He could say this in front of Chashuva people,
who have absolutely no understanding of such a
Shita [learning Mussar three hours daily??]. He
was super Eidel, yet fearless. He spoke in a low
voice, but he was a very effective and respected
personality. | once asked a close friend of one of
the most successful Novardokers: “What is his
secret to success?” He answered: “His constant
learning hours and hours of Mussar did the job”.
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I once spoke to an unusually successful
Chasidishe leader about how he succeeded, and
he told me a similar Yesod. He spent hours and
hours with Hashem [to the extreme]. R" Avigdor
Miller Zatzal was also involved with Hashem to
the extreme. | know a person who he told to learn
a tremendous amount of Mussar daily. He once
said: “The Yetzer Hara doesn’t want you to learn
Mussar, more than he doesn’t want you to learn
Gemara”. falakaaialatabale
Despite their lofty ideals, the Novardokers were
very down to earth and practical. Their main
Pe'ula against a Ratzon was Amitzus, i.e. to be
tough and unafraid of people. At the same time,
working on Ga'ava was a #1 issue. If you talked
loudly, sounding like a strong captain who knows
everything, you might get criticized [unless you
were an educator or Mashpia who needs to be
forceful]. folaieiaieiioliolel
They were tough, but Eidel. Getting involved in
debates wasn’t their thing. There's plenty of
Ga'ava in having to be “right” and not giving in.
I once saw a Bachur who was arguing with R’
Gershon Zatzal. He was quite strong [and angry]
about a certain decision which the Yeshiva had to
make. R' Gershon softened to him, and he gave in
to him. Somehow, R' Gershon ended up getting
what he wanted anyway. FHFAF KKK

I was told by a Talmid of the Alter Zatzal that the
Alter was very smart. Like the Chofetz Chaim
said: “Hashem doesn’t want you to be “frum” as
much as He wants you to be smart”. With one
word, the Alter could change your life. He once
got a working man to drop everything and become
a Ben Torah. R' Chatzkel Abramsky Zatzal said
that his entire Sefer [Chazon Yechezkel on
Tosefta] was from one short conversation he had
with the Alter.
The Novardokers specialized in being M'chazek
people, and putting them on their feet for life. The
Ponivezer Rov Zatzal testified publicly many

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times, that for all his Torah building and Zikkui
HaRabbim, he gives credit to his short stay in
Novardok. And R’ Chatzkel Abramsky said about
the Ponivezer Rov, that he carried himself all his
life with the “stamp” of Novardok. s
Story
Once, a brilliant young Jewish boy was coming to
the city of Novardok, and he had lots of ambitions,
including.... learning the Russian language. The
Alter had his spies, who knew exactly on which
train this boy would be arriving. They met him at
the train station, and invited him to have free
“room and board” in the Yeshiva. As soon as he
came to the Yeshiva, the Alter met him in his
office, and told him that he’ll try to help him fulfil
his dreams. But first, he would like him to spend
a month in the Yeshiva and learn Mussar. At the
end of the month, this boy was a changed person.
He became a top Talmid of the Alter, and he
became an Adam Gadol.
Story
The Novardok Shita is based a lot on the Gr”a. A
favorite Novardok story is about a certain person
who would fast from Shabbos to Shabbos. Every
Friday, he would meet a group of children who
would look how skinny
he was becoming, and
they would admire him
for his fasting. They told
the Gr”a about him. The
Gr”a was skeptical about
this person, and he said
that the children should
stop going to him. After
two weeks, this person
was Niftar. '

The Gr”a, ’ TEZyahu of Vlln
The Gr”a pointed out how the entire existence of
this person and his ability to fast, came from the
Kavod these little children were giving him.
Novardokers are very keen about Kavod, and they
can try to shower a person with Kavod, if they see
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that he has problems. Even physical problems can
become lessened and even cured when a person
gets Kavod. The Novardokers work on getting
true Kavod: m73n x%x 37322 7°xandindeed
they produced phenomenal Masmidim.

R' Chuna Hertzman Zatzal once told me a story
that he heard from R' Michoel Ber Weissmandel
Zatzal. He was a young Bachur and a big Illui. He
wanted to learn without being seen, in order to
avoid getting Kavod, so he went to a private Bais
Medrash. But people started looking inside
through the window, so he closed the blinds of the
window. Then, he noticed how people pushed
aside the blinds to take a peek at him, so he left
the Bais Medrash, and went downstairs to learn in
the basement.
There was a boiler room in the basement, and
pretty soon he fell asleep altogether.... Lesson: If
you’re trying to run away from Kavod, watch
what you’re doing; you can Chas V'shalom lose
everything. Shelo Li'shmah can come in handy to
get you moving in Avodas Hashem. Yet, | knew a
Novardoker who blames his physical maladies on
his Ga'ava [which is a lifetime Avoda]. As soon
as he learns Shaar HaK'niya and improves his
Anava, his malady disappears immediately [his
wife attests to this!]
It works like a fiddle for years and years, and he
rarely visits a doctor. And when he does visit a
doctor, he usually doesn’t take him seriously. Yet,
he is an unusually healthy person, B'ezras
Hashem. He constantly takes Bitachon vitamins.
But he will Davka do a minimum Hishtadlus [like
aspirin or vitamins] just to be “Yotzei” Hishtadlus.
He said that for some people, the reason for their
malady is because they don’t have enough self-
esteem and they are depressive.

I would describe him as an unusually happy Anav.
He isn’t lacking in self-esteem, yet he can Davka
become like a rag.

when he had Yissurim [i.e. the ten Makkos]. As
soon as the Makkah was over, he was back to good

Unfortunately, so many of us see how a person
can be full of Eidelkeit when he is in the hospital
Rachmana Litzlan, and he loses tons of arrogance.
But as soon as he’s better, he continues with his
former Ga'ava, and he always sounds like he
“knows” everything and he “owns” the world. He
doesn’t “give in”, or ask Me'chila, or be M'vater.
So he may need more Yissurim, Rachmana
Litzlan, to remind him to work on his Ga'ava.
[However, many of us need Davka to be more
assertive, to overcome harmful meekness].
Novardokers tried always to be as Eidel as a
person with Yissurim. It’s not easy, and don’t
forget your self-esteem. KIS

So you need a Rebbe to guide you in balancing
your Middos. Being involved in Torah and
Chesed can give you a general Yeshua for your
Middos [yet, often we still need plenty of
Mussar]. The Novardokers believed that doing
Tzorchei Tzibbur [like opening a Mosad] is a
major step in conquering Middos. You don’t have
the time to be petty, and you have the Zechus of
Zikkui HaRabbim.

Think Big, About Yourself and About Others
The Alter of Slabodka Zatzal once said about his

son-in-law, R' Eizik Sher Zatzal, that his words
were like a “Rishon”. And he once compared his
daughter-in-law to Rochel, the wife of Rabbi
Akiva. In Novardok, they also spoke with Breitkeit
extravagonce. R' Gershon Zatzal compared the

wife of one of his Talmidim to the Nevi os of the
time of Tanach. He raved over the Mesirus Nefesh
of his Talmidim, and I’ve heard him compare a
person to the Alter of Novardok Zatzal.

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And he actually viewed himself like a Talmid of
Rabbi Chiya, since the Novardok Shita is to do the
“dirty work” in building Torah, just like Rabbi
Chiya who trapped deer, in order to make
parchment from their hides and write scrolls, in
order to teach the children so that the Torah
should not be forgotten from Klal Yisroel.
[Gemara?!]. R' Gershon also appeared to have an
almost personal connection with Avraham Avinu,
since Avraham went alone against the world in his
strong Emuna; which is the way Novardokers go
against the world in their great Avoda in Emuna.

I also felt that Novardokers were very involved in
emulating Mordechai, who defied Haman, as it
says: anox RI1OAWY XYY Y130 XD 0>571m)
2 1 Also, they spoke a lot about Rabbi Shimon
bar Yochai, who gave away his entire Olam
HaZeh in order to learn Torah. When R' Gershon
came to New York, he discussed opening up a
new Bais HaMussar and other Torah projects.
The New Yorker Novardokers didn’t take him
seriously, since he was discussing things that
weren't really L'maase. The Ponivezer Rov Zatzal
also said about himself that he is a “dreamer”.

I remember [over 50
years ago] how R’
Noach Weinberg
Zatzal was criticized
as being a ‘“dreamer”
who wasn’t practical

R' Noach Weinberg Zatzal
[when he kept talking about launching the Kiruv
movement]. But somehow these ‘“dreamers”
accomplish more than most people, despite their

fantasies. Not only did R' Gershon change the face
of French Jewry with his own Mosdos, he even
helped other Mosdos get on their feet, even if they
were somewhat competitive to him.

Doing Teshuva is Gevaldig, and a person should
always be involved in Teshuva. But more often |
heard only about Bitachon, which is itself a major
Teshuva. | heard that in Lakewood the Bachurim
once asked the Rosh Yeshiva, R' Ahron Kotler
Zatzal, if he could have a Mussar Vaad with them.

Question: | have a close relative who treats her kids in an unhealthy way [not abuse], and I really think
that B'derech HaTeva they will grow up suffering emotionally. From the way she has reacted in the past
to Mussar or criticism, I'm almost positive that she won't accept any advice. What am | supposed to do
or think?

Answer: The first thing is to forget about them, you come first, and there is plenty of work back at home.
Sometimes, getting involved in the neighbor’s problems is the Yetzer Hara; you aren’t responsible for
them. Sometimes there is a place to get involved. There is no question that your Tefilos alone can change
your relative. You have to believe in your Tefila, and you have to start recording all those answered
Tefilos, and review them. Speak positively, even if it doesn’t seem that way; Hashem likes to hear that.

I know a Yungerman, there were two older girls in his sister’s family that needed to find Shiduchim. He
started davening. The day he started davening, one of them got Redd a Shidduch, and they eventually
got engaged. His sister told him that it was a wonder how “suddenly out of the blue” this Shidduch came
up! Another person, had a brother in law that had a Bachur that was getting older. He had met him by a
family Simcha, and after that he started davening for him. By the next family Simcha, this Bachur was
already engaged.

You can do plenty for relatives, and it is a Zechus for you to daven for them. If there is a connection,
like by relatives, your Tefilos are more effective. Davening for parents is very important; you could do
miracles for parents, because you are supposed to daven for them. Or let’s say you owe someone a favor,
then your Tefilos are more powerful. That is why Rebbe’s take K vitlach-Gelt, because then they owe it
to you to daven, and then their Tefila is more effective. [However, | am an exception to this rule, though.
I don’t care who you are, or if you even believe in my Tefilos. | am going to daven, and watch what's
going to happen, because | believe in my power of davening and having Bitachon].

Many times, people don’t see Hatzlacha in their Tefilos because they don’t believe in the power of their
davening.
