This Wednesday [29 Adar] will be the Yahrzeit of

Reb Gershon Liebman Zatzal. Reb Yaakov
Galinsky told me that during World War I,
although Reb Gershon had the opportunity to flee
to the Russian side, nevertheless he chose to
remain in Nazi territory, since the Russians were
out to Shmad Klal Yisroel and destroy their
Neshamos, whereas the Nazis only destroyed their
bodies. Reb Gershon’s level of Bitachon in this
situation was beyond comprehension. He spoke
publicly about not being afraid of Nazis, and
while they were searching for people “house to
house”, and terrorizing everyone by blowing up
buildings and other forms of horror, he himself
was found learning in an empty Bais Medrash.

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Reb Yitzchok G. Shlita asked him about his
reckless Hanhaga: What about Pikuach Nefesh?
He said that indeed he does [minimum]
Hishtadlus; when the Nazis pass by his Bais
Medrash, he gets up from his Sefer and stands
behind the door. *x
He once announced that he would not eat the food
of the Nazis since it was Treife. People thought he
was crazy, since he would starve to death.
Hashem helped him, and a Jewish girl who
worked in the kitchen [to cook the Nazis’ meals]
found out about R’ Gershon, and she prepared
salads for him, which he shared with others. ***
Once, as he and another group of Yidden were
being led out to the field to dig ditches, the Nazi
in charge who was following them suddenly
called out: Hey you! Come here, | have something
for you! R’ Gershon turned around, expecting a
bullet, or a vicious Nazi dog to attack him.
Surprisingly, the Nazi produced an apple, took a
bite, and threw the rest to R’ Gershon. He shared
this apple with his friends for many days.  ****
It was like a treasure to them to eat a tiny drop of
areal apple! R’ Gershon would always give away
his food to others. These half-starved Yidden
would stand on line, to receive R’ Gershon’s
portion of bread which he did not eat. Fohkkk
At one point, R’ Gershon announced that he
wasn’t going to work for these German Reshaim.
He only works for Hashem. A wicked Kapo found
out about this statement, and threatened to tell the
Germans. This was horrific news for R’ Gershon,
since everyone knew how cruel these beasts could
be for the tiniest infraction; how would they react
to such chutzpa of defying them??!! Don’t ask
what R’ Gershon would be in for, Chas V'shalom!

An eye witness saw how this Kapo went to the
German commander to give a report about R’
Gershon. As usual, Hashem saves His loved ones.
As soon as the Kapo opened his mouth to talk, the
German had a whim, and decided to shoot a bullet
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into his mouth! Midda K'neged Midda! Since he
wanted to kill with his mouth, he himself was
killed via that same evil mouth. falalelelolole
The stories about R’ Gershon during the war go
on and on. His Madrega of Bitachon is totally
beyond us. We see the Koach of Novardok, and
what years of Mussar can do to a person. We see
how much Hashem loves us, especially when we
have Bitachon in the face of impossible odds that
Hashem can do the greatest Nissim. I can’t vouch
for every story, but these are the stories circulating
about him.

One thing | am sure about, is what I heard from an
eye witness, and from R Gershon himself, that R’
Gershon was constantly challenging the Nazis and
defying “the system”. He was constantly
B'simcha, never worried or depressed. And he was
always learning Mussar, despite his dreadful
situation.

Personal Stories with R’ Gershon Liebman
When | came to visit him in his Yeshiva in France,
he was M'karev me with tremendous warmth and
love. He didn’t stop praising me for my coming
across the ocean to seek Mussar. | felt like his
mind was on me 24/7, and he made sure to make
me feel as comfortable as possible, both in

Ruchaniyus and Gashmiyus. *x
In the most Eidel way, he asked me why I wasn’t
involved in Zikkui HaRabbim. He kept

expounding upon its importance, especially in our
times. Indeed, he gave me a job right there, to
teach thirty Israeli boys from his Yeshiva. He told
me how so many Gedolim held of Zikkui
HaRabbim, and it wasn’t exclusively a Novardok
Shita. His warmth and praises were constant; he
would complement me in front of his Yeshiva
when he gave a Shmuess. Fhx
He understood human nature very well, and
giving Kavod was a #1 objective. Although 1
came there to be M'chazek myself, he would
publicly announce that I came to be M'chazek him
and his Yeshiva. Everything he did was with

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tremendous warmth, with soft Eidelkeit. Tikkun
HaMiddos was his lifetime accomplishment, and
he was a true professional Ma avir Al Mi’dosav.
However, he could be quite tough. ko
| once told him a Pshat in Avraham Avinu, which
he held wasn’t befitting of Avraham. His warm
demeanor suddenly changed, and he stuck up for
the Kavod of Avraham Avinu as if he knew him
personally! He didn’t just learn Chumash like
everyone else; he was actually connected to
Avraham Avinu. His lifetime goal was to emulate
Avraham Avinu! FekkHk
And the Akeida was a very real Madrega in his
life; he talked about giving away everything for
Hashem, and he meant it. His Mesirus Nefesh,
especially in the war years, was legendary. People
stood in line for his last piece of bread which he
gave away to the Rabim. He would daven loudly,
and learn Mussar fearlessly. He would refuse to
work for them, and even after being beaten
mercilessly, he continued being rebellious to
them. He even built a Yeshiva in the ghetto during
Nazi occupation. He gave credit to Limud
HaMussar [especially Mussar in the Derech of
Novardok] for everything he became. Anything
you can do to benefit the Neshama of this Tzaddik
Yesod Olam will be a tremendous Zechus for you.
He was total selflessness; and he enjoyed being
this way! His laughter, Simcha, and good humor
were constant. He was also connected to the holy
Tanna, R' Chiya. He said that he considers himself
a Talmid of R' Chiya, and he was involved in
Zikkui HaRabbim on a very high level like R’
Chiya. *xxxex

He would do the most menial and degrading tasks
for Zikkui HaRabbim, just like R' Chiya did. They
say that as soon as the Nazi Holocaust was over,
on the spot in Bergen-Belsen Camp, he started a
Yeshiva while still in his prison clothes. He would
travel by donkey to far-off villages in North
Africa, to recruit Bachurim and save their

Answer: First, you should do whatever you can to help yourself; like asking someone to wake you
up.

ahead of time. Say a short Tefila beforehand, for example the night before, that you should be on
time.

Now, listen closely. After you have done all you can Hishtadlus-wise, it would be a good idea for you
to thank Hashem for the Bizyonos that you get for being late. Work on not-caring what others will
think of you by coming late. We serve Hashem, not people. You are trying your best, so don’t look
over your shoulders when coming late, to see what people are thinking of you. And besides, they
aren’t even looking at you. Don’t knock yourself in your mind either. > qvs x3nn1 D13IR One

whose mistake was unavoldable, Hashem does wot holol him responsible. It’s very important not

attach any importance to what people will say. This is an underlying Midda regardless of the scenario;
i.e. even if you’ll start coming on time, you will care about what people think regarding some other
issue! It’s a Bracha that you have this issue of coming late, so now you can break your fear of people.
[Now, I have to watch what | say, because I don’t want people to now start coming late! No, of course
you should work on coming on time. But | have to address the fact that there is a basic Middos issue
here as well].

Answer: Have an Ayin Tova on your brother! Decide that he is doing well, and also spend time
davening. After doing that, remove your mind away from your brother. Don’t live your brother’s life,
it’s not your Achrayus. Try to only see good in him, and try not to be so critical and worried. Very
important point: Saying lies about your brother won’t hurt, and may be most effective.
