Aiming for great Tzidkus is
justified, since your “inside” is indeed gold; as

The Aron is also covered with gold from “within”.
We can explain this alludes to the “inside” of a
person: His memory should be full of the great
deeds [gold] he has done in the past.

You may have to actually
belittle your spouse [or Chavrusa, or boss, or
doctor, or neighbor, etc.] if you have a severe
Shiflus issue.
